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MARCH PROGRAM AND CLASSES WITH BONNIE HUNTER

Our lecture on March 12, 2012 is "Scrap Users System!" This lecture takes you

through Bonnie's years of scrap quilting and how she has organized her scraps and leftovers
to be easily accessible and workable in her quilt making. The lecture also includes a discus-
sion of tools of the trade that she finds helpful in her scrap usage. Bonnie is a scrap
USER, not just a scrap saver! There is a difference. This lecture will inspire quilters to or-
ganize their scraps and start turning them into beautiful quilts.

HALF DAY WORKSHOP, MONDAY, MARCH 12, 2012

BONNI E HUNTERGO®6S O0OSTAR STRUCKO®

This quilt used plaids salvaged from thrift shop shirt purchases!
The lights are various neutrals that I had in my 2.5" strip bin. Random
lengths of 5" plaid strips made for a fun pieced border. I used one com- §
mon red fabric for the accent triangles. In the picture to the right, ‘
there are 80 - 8" blocks set 8X10. The quilt center is 64"X80" before
borders.

Please keep in mind that this is a "scrap quilt" workshop and you are
meant to use your stash! Since our scraps are all different shapes,
lengths and sizes, fabric amounts are guestimates. No exact yardage is
given.

In addition to the supplies below, each student needs to print their
own pattern directions as found on my website: http://quiltville.com/starstruckwkshp.html

Study the pattern to help you with your fabric choices and color placement. If you have any questions
about the supply list or instructions, please don't hesitate to email me at quiltville@gmail.com. I really
look forward fo teaching this class to you.

NOTE: If you do not have computer or printer access, please contact either Evelyn Chagnon or
Shirley Chai for supply list information and help to get a copy of the pattern for class.

General Supplies needed:

§ Sewing machine in working order (including power cords and extension cords) Don't forget your

bobbin case, and your 1/4" foot.

§ Thread, scissors, seam ripper, pins and any other notions you usually sew with.

§ Rotary cutter, mat and ruler.

Fabric supplies: For a Lap Size Quilt: (30 blocks set 5X6)

This quilt is made from pre-cut 2.5" strips. Please come with your strips already cut. Yardage
amounts are for a /ap size quilt. If you go bigger, plan accordingly.

NOTE: If you are making the lap size quilt, plan on approximately the equivalent of 2 yards of back-
ground fabric, 2 yards of 'dark’ star fabric, and if you want a distinct accent fabric for your corners
(Shown as red in the quilt above) bring 1 yard. Extras can be used in the inner border and/or binding.

Optional Cutting:

We will be cutting some of your strips of background fabric and accent fabric into 2.5" squares. Each 8"
block uses 8 - 2.5" squares of background, and 8 of accent. You can have these cut ahead of time if you would
like.

NOTE: If using ONE background fabric, plan on about 23 - 2.5" strips cut across the width of the fabric,
selvege to selvege. Depending on the length of your colored strips, (and the amount of waste you may have
from the ends of odd lengths of scrap strips) you will need approximately 13 to 15 strips to cut the main
block 'star quarters'. The other 8 strips are set aside to cut the 2.5" squares you need for the block corners.
This is an average due to the differences in fabric width. The amount you get per strip might vary.

If you go to my website, you can see other color variations for your quilts. Do remember though, that you can
do this quilt totally scrappy, just separating lights and darks. No accent fabric required. If you have questions,

FULL DAY WORKSHOP, TUESDAY, MARCH 13, 2012

BONNI E HUNTERG®6S oMY BLUE HEAVENC(

This is a two block quilt. It is made from a modified puss in the
corner block, and an hour glass star block, both in an 8" finished
size. It uses 45 star blocks and 45 puss blocks. The 90 blocks are
set 9 across by 10 down. You can make this quilt as big or small as
you would like depending on the number of blocks you make.

Pattern: Each student must come to class with the "My Blue
Heaven" pattern printed from the Quiltville.com website. The pat-
tern is found at http://quiltville.com/pdf/myblueheaven.pdf.

This helps keep workshop prices down. : :

NOTE: If you do not have computer or printer access, please contact en‘her' Evelyn Chagnon or
Shirley Chai for supply list information and help to get a copy of this pattern for class.

Fabric supplies: This is a fwo color quilt, but could be worked up in multiple scraps with a neutral
background if desired. It could also work up nice as a 3 color quilt with the puss in the corner blocks
being one color (i.e. red) the stars being another color (i.e. blue) and the backgrounds being scrappy
neutrals. The sky is the limit!

You will need approx 3 yards worth of dark scraps and 3 yards of light scraps cut into 2.5" strips.
The object here is to use your STASH for this quilt. Challenge yourself! See how far you can go with-
out buying anything, and then if you need fo, buy to compliment what you already have.

Pre-cutting the strips before class means we can get started sewing right away. Short strips or long
strips don't matter. We will use them both.

Class instruction will begin with using the specialty rulers to match pairs and cut sets for the
blocks. In addition to your fabric you will need the basics:

§ Sewing machine in working order (inc. power cords and extension cords)

Thread

Scissors

Seam ripper

Pins and other notions you usually sew with

Rotary cutter, Mat, Rulers™

*In addition to a ruler to cut strips in class, Bonnie recommends that you have these two rulers:

Prerequisite: you must feel comfortable with free-motion quilt-
ing and be able to change the walking foot and free-motion foot
on your machine without assistance.

There is a kit fee of $35. This will include four spools of spe-
cialty threads from Superior Threads, two pre-wound bobbins and paint supplies.

Students have a choice of two color ways: blues or earth tones. They also choose their Glit-
ter/metallics of silver or gold. Additional thread is available for purchase.

Classes are $40 for members and $60 for non-members, for this full day workshop, plus the kit fee.
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FEBRUARY BLOCK OF THE MONTH

Ol sndt She Lovely?5¢

What is more sweet and lovely than Sun Bonnet Sue and Straw Hat
Sam??? Of course it is Sam giving Sue a heart!

This month's block has these two traditional quilt characters sharing a
heart. This block would be great for someone who needs a hug, or for an
anniversary, or for a child, or for a baby's crib quilt.

FABRICS: You will need a background square of white on white
fabric cut in a generous 12.5" square. The pattern pieces are on the
next page. They are marked "B" for boy and "G" for girl. 'Dress’ your little people in any colors
you'd like to use! Small prints work well for Sue's dress. Solids or small prints work for the
hats, shirt, pants and shoes. A soft pink or peach or tan works well for the hands.

DIRECTIONS:

Fold your background square into quarters and mark the middle with a crease or pin. When
you open it back up, you will know where your center is so that you can position your pieces ac-
cordingly. The bottom point of the heart should be close to the center of your block.

Use your favorite methods of appliquéing to prepare to use the templates. Remember that
each template/pattern piece does NOT include a seam allowance. You will want to allow for a
quarter inch seam allowance around the templates. The dotted lines are where you do not have
to turn under an edge.

This is my favorite way to make this block:

Trace the pattern onto freezer paper.

Cut out the pieces and iron them onto the wrong side of the fabrics you have chosen.
Cut each piece out of the chosen fabrics, adding a quarter inch seam allowance.

Press the edges of fabric over, spritzing with a bit of watered down starch.

Remove the paper.

Attach your prepared pieces to the background square, arranging them as you go. Re-
member to allow for a seam allowance at the edges of your background square. Do not
have your appliqué pieces too close to the edges of the background squares or you won't
be able to join blocks without catching your appliqué in the seams!

7. Sew the pieces down onto your background fabric, using your favorite appliqué method.

Bring your completed block(s) to the February meeting to enter for your chance to win all
the blocks that are turned in.
